after the First Legislative Assembly for Colorado Territory convened in September of 1861, =

approximately six months after the Territory of Colorado was established. That First Legislative
Assembly was called to order by Territorial Secretary Lewis Ledyard Weld, for whom Weld
County was named. The official Council Journal of the First Legislative Assembly is featured in
this month’s updates as is the official 2011 Senate Joint Resolution recognizing the 150"
Anniversary of the establishment of the Territory of Colorado.
